A condition in which blood glucose  
or hemoglobin A1C (HbA1C) levels are 
higher than normal but not high enough  
yet to be diagnosed as type 2 diabetes.

The American 
Diabetes Association (ADA) encourages screening for diabetes at a BMI of ≥23 for Asian Americans and ≥25 for non-Asian Americans, and some programs may use the ADA 
screening criteria for program eligibility. Please check with your diabetes prevention program provider for their specific BMI eligibility requirements.
