21-23 State RA:

Project Based RA: 

Assigned to specific housing units and makes up the difference between market rents and what low-income tenants can afford, based on paying 30% of 

household income for rent.

Housing Choice Voucher (HCV): 

Allow low-income families to choose and lease or purchase safe, and affordable privately-owned rental housing. An HCV makes up the difference between 

market rents and what low-income tenants can afford, based on paying 30% of household income for rent.

Mainstream Voucher: 

Assist non-elderly persons with disabilities. Aside from serving a special population, Mainstream vouchers are administered using the same rules as other 

housing choice vouchers. 

Other:
