Hepatitis C
Has no vaccine.
Spread is related to inadequate infection
prevention practices.

Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV)
Causes acquired immunodefieciency syndrom (AIDS).
Is spread through sexual contact, and exposure to

infected blood.
Has no cure.

Actions you can take:

Infection Clean your hands.
Control Washing of skin with soap and water when contact
. to blood and body fluids.
ACt|OnS Clean and disinfect environmental surfaces.

Practice medication injection safety.
Use PPE (gloves, masks, eye protection, gowns).
