
Safe Injection Practices
Safe injection practices are a set of measures taken to perform 
injections in an optimally safe manner for patients, healthcare 
personnel, and others.

Use aseptic technique to 
avoid contamination of sterile 
injection equipment.

Use fluid infusion and 
administration sets (i.e., 
intravenous bags, tubing and 
connectors) for 1 patient only 
and dispose appropriately after 
use.

If multidose vials must be 
used, both the needle or 
cannula and syringe used 
to access the multidose vial 
must be sterile.

Use single-dose vials 
whenever possible.
