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QUALIFIED RESIDENTIAL TREATMENT PROGRAMS 
(QRTPS) 

 

 
PROVIDER ENROLLMENT 
Licensed Qualified Residential Treatment Programs (QRTPs) must enroll 
with ND Medicaid to bill for covered services. QRTPs have the option of 
additionally enrolling with ND Medicaid as a clinic to affiliate providers 
considered “other licensed practitioners (OLPs)” by ND Medicaid – currently 
LCSWs, LPCCs, LPCs, LMFTs, LACs, and psychologists. OLPs may bill for 
any service covered by ND Medicaid that is within their scope of practice.  

 
COVERED SERVICES 
ND Medicaid covers individual, group, and family counseling, and targeted 
case management services provided by licensed QRTPs to children 
enrolled in ND Medicaid while the child resides at the facility.

THIRD PARTY LIABILITY 
Services rendered at QRTPs are subject to Medicaid Third Party liability 
requirements. This means providers must bill all services to liable third 
parties. Medicaid is the payer of last resort. See the Third Party Liability 
chapter in the General Information for Providers Manual for additional 
information (https://www.hhs.nd.gov/sites/www/files/documents/general-
information-medicaid-provider-manual%20.pdf). 
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
